Band News 
Two Riverside girls, Alex Thompson and Olivia 
Saul, have been in China from 30 July to 13 
August 2008, and I thought you would be 
interested in an update of how their performances 
at the Beijing Olympics went. 

  
Alex plays clarinet and Olivia plays saxophone in 
the RGHS Concert Band and in the NSW 
Performing Arts Unit Millennium Marching Band, 
and the band's 150 student musicians - led by 
Lindsay Frost of the PAU - formed the main 
Australian representatives of the Beijing 2008 
Olympic Orchestra. 
  
The entire Beijing 2008 Olympic Orchestra was 
made up of 2008 student musicians from 40 
countries, and they performed both as three 
separate orchestras or 'hubs', and as one large 
entity. The Australians formed part of the 'green 
hub'. The orchestra participated in the pre-games 
Chinese celebrations in Tianjin, at the Great Wall 
of China, and most notably at Tiananmen Square. 
They were the only non professional group 
allowed to perform at the China/International 
Olympic Committee (IOC) Cultural Celebration at 
the Olympics. 

  
The performance at Tiananmen Square made 
history as the Beijing 2008 Olympic Orchestra 
was the first foreign group ever to gain permission 
from the Chinese authorities to perform in the 
Square. 

  
The scale of the performances was huge, and the 
photos don't really do them justice. The group was 
transported around China in a motorcade of 57 
buses escorted by police, and the Olympic 
Orchestra was well known to the local Chinese 
because of the media coverage in China. At times 
marching and playing was difficult for the young 
performers with heat and dehydration temporarily 
sidelining some musicians, but they performed 
with professionalism beyond their years. 
  
For the whole orchestra and in particular the 
Australians members including Alex and Olivia, 
the tour was an achievement to be proud of, both 
as musicians and as ambassadors for their 
country. 
 
Art, Music & DT Soiree 
A highly successful evening of musical 
performances and displays of Year 12 HSC works 
was attended by large numbers of parents and 
friends on Tuesday 2 September. The choice of 
the Gym and Hall to display students’ work proved 
to be a big improvement on previous years due to 
the larger display space and better lighting. A 
further advantage over the corridors outside the 
art rooms was the lack of exposure to the 
elements. This allowed the works to be kept on

The artworks of year 12 took centre 
stage with many additional artworks produced by 
students from years 7 to 11 also on display.  
 
One of the novelties of the night was a “People’s 
Choice Award”, where visitors were able to vote 
for the artwork they judged to be the most 
successful. This inaugural award was won by 
Ellen Macintyre. Congratulations to all the staff 
and students for their efforts in putting together 
this excellent event and best of success in the 
HSC exams to all our year 12 students.

A free program will be run at the Summer Hill 
Community Centre and the Children’s Hospital at 
Westmead in Term 3. The Loozit Study is for 
healthy, active living young people to let them 
know about weight management. The study is 
well underway with 14 groups of young people 
and the feedback from these participants has 
been very encouraging. There is now an 
opportunity for more young people to join Loozit. 
The program starts the week of 21July 2008 
involving 13-16 year olds.  
 
The loozit program is run by a group of 
paediatricians, clinical nutritionists and dieticians 
from Westmead Hospital who have designed a 
weight management program for young people. 
They hold nine weekly meetings in the late 
afternoon at both venues. Group sessions include 
fun games and an opportunity to get to know other 
young people with similar concerns. These group 
sessions empower young people with skills, 
knowledge and confidence to get more fun out of 
life. Together, the young people look at self 
esteem, setting goals, becoming more active, 
healthy eating and dealing with stress. Parents 
are also invited to attend separate sessions with 
other parents. The first session commences on 21
