Principal’s Report  

Welcome to the 2009 school year. I do hope it is a 
successful year for all Riverside families despite 
the gloomy economic developments around the 
globe. We welcome 180 new Year 7 students and 
their parents as well as over 40 other students in 
Years 8-12. We trust all new students will find 
their years at Riverside to be a rewarding 
experience. 
 
2008 HSC Results 
17 students gained a UAI over 90 with Karen Gao  
as dux of the school with a UAI of 99.05. Karen 
will study Veterinary 
Science at the University 
of Sydney this year. 
Hannah Jenkins received 
a Premiers Award as a 
result of her outstanding 
results, with band 6 (over 
90%) in all 7 subjects 
over 2007 and 2008. 
Hannah was a pathways 
student, completing her 
Year 12 courses over 2 
years. Her UAI of 98.70 placed her second in the 
year. We were delighted with the 10 students who 
received band 6 (over 90%) in Visual Arts and the 
7 who gained band 6 in Textiles and Design. Four 
students gained band 6 in both subjects. 11 
students from Year 11 2008 entered the Software 
Design and Development Course for the HSC a 
year early. 10 of the accelerated students 
received band 5 (over 80%). Riverside retained its 
place in the top 200 schools in NSW, with 64 
results listed in the merit roll for band 6 results 
overall across all subjects. 
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Our dux and high achievers from the 2008 HSC 
will receive a school medallion at a special 
assembly on Wednesday 18th February at 
10.30am. We will list the awards in the March 
edition of the newsletter.

Queensland University of Technology School of 
Nursing is conducting a study to measure parent’s 
confidence, behaviours, and beliefs regarding 
management of their child’s eczema.
