Catchment Connections Project
This partnership project is three year grant-funded
by the NSW Department of the Environment and
Climate Change and three local councils: Ryde,
Hornsby and Hunters Hill. The project covers all
the tributaries of the Lane Cove River and has two
objectives:
1. to develop an identification with, and
attachment to the catchment and
2. acommitment on the part of project
participants to restore and maintain the
catchment environmental health through
their own individual behaviour.

A group of 30 students in Year 8 Visual Arts will
be involved in the design and production of a
mural that will be attached to the fence alongside
the Eastwood Canal facing Hillview Lane at the
back of Eastwood Arcade. Three other schools
will be involved in the creation of the mural. A
team of designers from Hotbed Designs will
coordinate the project at Riverside during the
second half of May. The mural will be printed
collaboratively using stamps or stencils and will
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depict the flow of stormwater pollutants and the
threat they pose to native species of flora and
fauna in the Lane Cove River Catchment

A free program will be run at the Summer Hill
Community Centre and the Children’s Hospital at
Westmead in Term 3. The Loozit Study is for
healthy, active living young people to let them
know about weight management. The study is
well underway with 14 groups of young people
and the feedback from these participants has
been very encouraging. There is now an
opportunity for more young people to join Loozit.
The program starts the week of 21July 2008
involving 13-16 year olds.

Obesity in young people causes a range of
problems including low self-esteem and medical
problems such as asthma, sleep apnoea and
diabetes. There are few health services available
that are especially targeted to help young people
who are overweight or obese.

The loozit program is run by a group of
paediatricians, clinical nutritionists and dieticians
from Westmead Hospital who have designed a
weight management program for young people.
They hold nine weekly meetings in the late
afternoon at both venues. Group sessions include

fun games and an opportunity to get to know other
young people with similar concerns. These group
sessions empower young people with skills,
knowledge and confidence to get more fun out of
life. Together, the young people look at self
esteem, setting goals, becoming more active,
healthy eating and dealing with stress. Parents
are also invited to attend separate sessions with
other parents. The first session commences on 21
July 2008.
